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Planning and Practice of Immersive Contents
of Cultural Heritage
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This course is a practicum through which st
udents learn theory and skills related to pla
nning realistic content using cultural heritag
e. Immersive content using cultural heritage
is widely used in museums, festivals, and th
eme parks in the Metaverse world. Students
will be able to write a proposal that include
s the details of how to create realistic cont
ent and find related materials necessary for
content production.
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Storytelling practice
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This course focuses on helping students cre
ate and express stories in a variety of form
ats and genres. Students learn the skills an
d principles of storytelling, develop creative
ideas into effective stories, and practice pre
senting and presenting their stories using a
variety of media.
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
